Who are Penrhiwpal Shooting Club? 
We are a small friendly, NSRA affiliated club for most types of target and 
sporting shooter including airgunners. Our home range is near Newcastle Emlyn, 
in Ceridigion, West Wales. 
 

What shooting facilities are there? 
 We have a comprehensive range complex with two outside ranges 

covering all distances from 10 metre to 50 metre. Approved for 
Rimfire Rifles, Pistol Calibre Rifles and Muzzle Loading Pistols and 

Rifles up to the range energy limit. We also have an indoor air 
weapons range with electric returning targets for 10 metre and 

6 yard air rifle and pistol. 
 
What other facilities are there? 
Our well appointed clubroom has tea/coffee and basic meal making facilities and 
biscuits and other light refreshments are usually available. Male, female and 
disabled toilets are contained within the building.   
 
What about disabled access etc.? 
Our range and clubroom is fully accessible to disabled shooters 
and free parking is available adjacent to the clubhouse.  
 
What about coaching? 
We have a number of qualified coaches and very experienced 
members who are happy to devote time to coaching 
newcomers and more experienced shooters in all disciplines.  
 
Can I enter competitions? 

Yes. In addition to open meetings around the country and 
various internal competitions we enter postal leagues, which are 

shot on our home ranges with targets being posted to the organisers 
  for scoring. Most types of weapon are catered for so no matter what 

you shoot there will be a competition to suit. 
 
Do I have to shoot in competitions or can I just shoot for fun? 
We encourage everyone to shoot in competitions because it’s good fun but it’s 
not compulsory. Many members choose not to enter competitions but shoot just 
for the fun of it. 
 
I don’t have a specific target gun, can I still shoot? 
No matter what type of gun you own there is a good chance you will be able to 
shoot it on our ranges. The only exception would be a 
fullbore rifle with ammunition that exceeded the range safety 
certificate. If you want to shoot a particular competition and you 
don’t have a suitable gun you can borrow a club gun to shoot with. 



What can I shoot? 
If you have your own guns you will almost certainly be able to shoot them at the 
club. We cater for all types of airgun, either .177,  or .22 calibre (or .20 or .25). 
You may also shoot black powder pistol or rifle, .22 rimfire rifle, Gallery Rifle 
(pistol calibres) and some centrefire rifles subject to the  maximum power limits 
of the range. We have a number of club guns available for members to use at no 
extra cost. 
 
What about membership? 
We currently have three classes of membership. Full adult, Junior (under 18) and 
Family (up to two adults & two juniors all living at the same address). 
 
How much does it cost? 

The first visit is free. After that probationary members pay £2 per 
visit (£1 for juniors). Membership fees are currently £80 Adult, 
£20 Junior, & £100 Family. There is a once only joining fee but 
there are no range fees. Of course, you will have to buy your 
targets and ammunition as well. 

 
Who can join? 
Anyone interested in shooting may join provided they are not prohibited from 
using or possessing firearms or ammunition by Section 21 of the Firearms Act. 
Juniors (under 18) must be accompanied by a responsible adult (who need not 
be a member). 
 
What is section 21 and why is it important? 
Section 21 of the Firearms Act prohibits people who have 
been the subject of a custodial sentence from using or 
possessing firearms or ammunition. Since we are a 
registered firearms club all members and visitors have to 
confirm on each attendance they are not prohibited under 
section 21. 
 
When can I apply for a firearm certtificate? 
Once your six month probationary membership is completed you  will be offered 
full membership. This will entitle you to apply to the police for a firearms 
certificate should you wish to do so. 
 

How do I arrange to visit? 
We ask that first time visitors arrange a time with the club secretary so 
that we may ensure there will be someone available to show them 
around.
